Bertram Grosvenor Goodhue

1869-1924 Original proposal for St. Bartholomew’s Church, 1916

» Renowned American architect and master of early 20t century ecclesiastical architecture.

* Revolutionary design of St. Bartholomew’s was innovative move away from Gothic Revival.

* Proponent of the “designing triumvirate”, collaboration of architect, sculptor, and painter.
